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HIGHLIGHTED FINDINGS REGARDING LONG-TERM SUSPENDED AND EXPELLED STUDENTS FROM THE SBE / DPI 

ANNUAL STUDY OF SUSPENSIONS AND EXPULSIONS, 2006-2007
The North Carolina State Board of Education / Department of Public Instruction’s Annual Study of Suspensions and Expulsions, 2006-2007 highlights the following about long-term suspended (11 to 365 days) and expelled (permanent removal from a Local Education Agency) students in North Carolina:

· 4,682 long-term suspensions were given to 4,478 different students in the 2006-07 school year.

· The total number of instructional days lost by long-term suspended students in 2006-07 was 251,146.
· In 2005-06, the adjusted total of long-term suspensions was 4,559.  Thus, there was a 2.7% increase in the number of long-term suspensions from 2005-06 to 2006-07.

· The average long-term suspension was 54 days (down from an average of 78 days per long-term suspension in 2005-06).
· Black students received the most long-term suspensions in 2006-07, 2,619.  This was a 6.2% decrease from the previous school year.  White students received the second highest number of long-term suspensions in 2006-07, 1,466.  This was an increase of 17.6% from 2005-06.

· There were 81 expulsions in the 2006-07 school year, compared to 95 in 2005-06, and 68 in 2004-05.

· Expulsions given to females totaled 12, and 69 were given to males in 2006-07.  As in previous years, males received far more expulsions than did females.
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
