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HIGHLIGHTED FINDINGS REGARDING SHORT-TERM SUSPENDED 
STUDENTS FROM THE SBE / DPI 
ANNUAL STUDY OF SUSPENSIONS AND EXPULSIONS, 2006-2007
The North Carolina State Board of Education / Department of Public Instruction’s Annual Study of Suspensions and Expulsions, 2006-2007 highlights the following about short-term suspended (10 days or less) students in North Carolina:
· On average, one out of ten students received an out-of-school short-term suspension during the 2006-07 school year.

· The adjusted number of short-term suspensions for 2005-06 was 301,693.  The total number of short-term suspensions for 2006-07 was 308,010.

· A 2.1% increase in suspensions was evidenced between the 2005-06 and 2006-07 school years.  Concurrently, the number of days of instruction lost increased by 0.4%.

· The 308,010 short-term suspensions in 2006-07 were given to a total of 157,406 different students.
· Gender data were reported for 99.5% (n=306,391) of the 308,010 short-term suspensions in 2006-07.  Among short-term suspensions where gender was reported, males received 72.1% and females received 27.9%.

· The number of short-term suspensions decreased for White students while increases were evident among Black, Hispanic, Indigenous American, Multiracial, and Asian students.
· Black males received the most short-term suspensions, 175,911.  This number was 2,991 more than in 2005-06 and represents an increase of 1.7%.  In both 2005-06 and 2006-07, Black males received 40% of all short-term suspensions, but they only represented 14% of the school population.

· Among short-term suspensions where grade level was reported, pre-Kindergarteners through 5th graders were given a total of 48,460 short-term suspensions (or 15.9%). Grade level data were reported for 99% (n=304,938) of the 308,010 short-term suspensions in 2006-07.  
· Pre-Kindergarteners and Kindergarteners received 3,763 short-term suspensions in 2006-07 (up from 3,530 in 2005-06).
· Ninth grade students received 71,494 short-term suspensions in 2006-07.  This is an increase of 4.2% from the previous school year.
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
